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1. Submittal of a conceptual Traffic Control Plan, specific application from the
WATCH Manual, CA MUTCD or a Standard Plan to the City Permitting Agency is
required.

2. The City Permitting Agency reserves the right to require an accepted LADOT
worksite traffic control plan at any time.

3. This TCP requirement flowchart does not preclude any applicant from preparing
a Worksite Traffic Control plan for their own use.
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
