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Street Closure Announced For the 90" Academy Awards
Parking Restrictions Will Be Fully Enforced

To facilitate the production needs of the 90th annual Academy Awards on Sunday, March 4, 2018, the City of Los Angeles has
finalized street closures and parking restrictions.

Numerous agencies, including the City of Los Angeles Department of Transportation (LADOT), California State Department of
Transportation (CALTRANS) and the City of Los Angeles Police and Fire Departments were consulted in the planning process and
agree that the finalized plan is the best way to accommodate all of the parties involved and ensure public safety.

LADOT will begin to strictly enforce the restricted no-parking policy for the Academy Awards on the dates and times listed below.
This will include the citing and impounding of vehicles parked on these temporary restricted no-parking streets. Vehicles parked on
the following streets will be towed to the Official Police Garage, Hollywood Tow located at 1015 N. Mansfield Avenue in Hollywood
when cited by LADOT.
